LEARNING ACTIVITIES 

Day 1:

1. Teacher and students will brainstorm a list of different types of music and discuss their possible origins.
2. Teacher will show students PowerPoint created to show the influences of Czech music on other types of music.
3.  Students will listen to other selections of music from various Czech artists.

Day 2:

1. Teacher will review the “resources” page of the PowerPoint shown on the previous day.
2. Teacher will go over proper internet usage and citation.

3. Teacher will show student link for proper internet sites to use for project.

4. Students will be assigned project to pick a genre of music from class list and find a link between it and the music of the Czech Republic.
5. Students will be shown rubric for project.
6. Students will be placed into groups of three and choose their project topic.  ( Students will be placed in mixed ability groups)

Day 3:

1. Students will conduct research on selected, approved sites for their individual

     project’s, that they will correctly cite as per teacher instructions.

Day 4:

1.  Teacher will instruct students in how to upload music into a PowerPoint presentation.

2.  Student’s will wrap up projects and put them into a 4 slide PowerPoint presentation which includes sound. 
Day 5:

1.Students will present PowerPoint presentation on overhead projector.

2. Students will peer assess and self-assess projects.
